General Business

Ground redevelopment.  Paul gave a summary of the issues.

· The asbestos testing is due to be undertaken shortly with our venue given priority as it is unlikely that it is affected.

· The top soil is yet to be spread and seed sown.  This delay is likely to impact on the venue for the AU Day tournament.

· There is a concern over the ground levels near the shooting line.  A site inspection will be undertaken with the department as soon as the site can be accessed.

· Cabling has been laid.

· The DOS shelter and the shooting line are yet to be constructed.

The Club will investigate its options if the venue is not ready for the January tournament.

Paul will liaise with WVAC for the continued access to their venue for our members.  WVAC’s excellent cooperation has been appreciated by the Club.  

2012 shooting calendar.  The meeting proposed that in 2012 monthly President shoots will be held on the 1st Sunday of the month and set rounds will be set for the 3rd Sunday of the month to encourage members of all skill levels to participate.  Twilight shooting will also be looked into subject to when our venue is accessible.

Archery ACT.  The Club agreed that the following officers will be its delegates to AACT:  Stuart Atkins, Les Woods, Paul Smith with John Dowden as the reserve delegate.

History project.  The meeting noted the availability of the late Robin Barker’s Library.. Stuart Atkins will seek quotes for its relocation from Hobart to Canberra.
